There are 4 licensing objectives of equal importance:
· The prevention of crime and disorder
· Public safety
· The prevention of public nuisance
· The protection of children from harm

Our establishment is committed to maintaining a clean and welcoming environment for all patrons. We aim to prevent littering both within our premises and in the surrounding area, ensuring the comfort and safety of our guests and the community.

How we will prevent littering 
· We will prominently display signs throughout the premises encouraging patrons to dispose of their waste responsibly.
· We will provide disposal areas for waste including general waste, recyclables and cigarette butts. [delete accordingly.]
